WEATHER SUMMARY FOR FEBRUARY 2007 AND WEATHER OUTLOOK 
FOR MARCH 2007
SYNOPTIC SUMMARY FOR FEBRUARY, 2007
During February, the Azores and Siberian anticyclones together with Arabian ridge, over the Northern Hemisphere were relatively strong, maintaining the position of the ITCZ. 
The Southern Hemisphere systems the St.Helena, the Mascarene anticyclones together with the East African ridge were relaxed, allowing the position of the Zonal Arm of ITCZ to be located at between latitude 100 and 150South. The series of tropical cyclones, Enok, Favio, Gamede, and Humba, have contributed rainfall increase performance over southern areas of our country. Enok which formed at the beginning of February had little effect in our country. Similarly Favio, which started at the middle of February, resulted flooding over Mozambique and increased rainfall activities over south western highlands, southern regions and southern coast. Gamede was associated with feeder bands which caused destruction of buildings and trees over northern coast and northeastern highlands. Buildings and trees were destroyed over northern coast due to strong winds accompanied with thundershowers. A strong wind together with thundershowers accompanied with hail was reported over north eastern highlands. Buildings and trees were destroyed and crops (banana and coffee) were damaged. Over Dar es Salaam houses were unroofed, and some were destroyed. The condition was manifested with pressure falls and temperature rise along the coast. Zanzibar recorded maximum temperature of 390C, which was the highest temperature ever recorded in the country, and pressure of 999 hPa. Severe tropical storm Humba, which develop towards the end of the month started with a pressure of 985hPa and was moving south - south east. Humba had little influence in our country.

The Southern Hemisphere anticyclones, St. Helena and Mascarene, and the East African ridge were more relaxed due to SSTs warming over the southern Indian Ocean.  
The northeasterly flow was dominant over northern coast, while northeasterly backing to northwesterly was observed over north eastern highlands. The northerly and north westerly flow was dominant over southern areas and southern coast. The variable patterns were observed over southwestern highlands, Central, Western areas and Lake Victoria basin. Moist westerlies from Congo basin converged with north easterly increasing rainfall performance over the Lake Victoria basin. 
The development of tropical storms enhanced rainfall over the Lake Victoria basin, North eastern highlands, Northern coast (and Morogoro), Central regions, Western areas, southern area (except Mahenge), and southern coast. The anti cyclonic flow which was seated over the northwestern Indian Ocean was a dominant feature, influencing north easterly to penetrate up to north eastern highlands. 

WEATHER SUMMARY FOR FEBRUARY, 2007
February was relatively wet over some part of the country. Tropical storms have influenced rainfall performance over those areas. Dry conditions prevail over most part of the north eastern highlands and northern coast. Rainfall reduction was observed over the Lake Victoria basin and south western highlands. Over western areas wet conditions were observed except Kigoma which experienced dry condition.
SYNOPTIC SYSTEMS EXPECTED IN MARCH, 2007

The Siberian high together with Arabian ridge and Azores anticyclones over the Northern Hemisphere will weaken and the position of Zonal Arms of the I T C Z will treat northwards. And also the anticyclonic flow over the northwestern Indian Ocean will weaken allowing ITCZ to move northwards. The St. Helena, Mascarene anticyclone and the East African ridge over the Southern Hemisphere will intensify, thus allowing southeasterly to converge with north easterly over the zonal arm of the ITCZ.    
EXPECTED WEATHER IN MARCH, 2007

Southwestern highlands (Iringa, Mbeya and Rukwa regions), southern region (Ruvuma and Mahenge) and southern coast will feature cloudy conditions with thundershowers over some areas and sunny interval. Western (Kigoma, Tabora) areas together with Central areas (Dodoma and Singida regions), and Lake Victoria basin (Kagera, Mwanza and Musoma) will feature cloudy conditions with thundershowers over some areas and sunny interval. Northern coastal (Coast region, Dar es Salaam, Tanga, Zanzibar and Pemba and Morogoro) and North-eastern highlands (Arusha, Moshi, Same and Manyara) will experience partly cloudy to cloudy conditions with thundershowers and sunny intervals.
