WEATHER SUMMARY FOR MARCH 2007 AND WEATHER OUTLOOK 
FOR APRIL 2007
SYNOPTIC SUMMARY FOR MARCH, 2007
During March, the Azores and Siberian anticyclones together with Arabian ridge, over the Northern Hemisphere were strong and they tended to relax towards the end of the month. The position of the zonal arm of the ITCZ started to shift northwards. The Southern Hemisphere systems the St.Helena, the Mascarene anticyclones together with the East African ridge were relaxed, and had strengthened towards the end of the month that have enhanced the movement of the position of the Zonal Arm of ITCZ to shift slightly north. The series of tropical cyclones, Gamede, Indlala and Jaya, have influenced rainfall deficit over the country. Gamede was formed towards the end of February and has persisted up to the beginning of March, while Indlala was formed at the middle of the March and Jaya was formed towards the end of the month. These tropical cyclones eroded the subtropical systems over southern hemisphere resulting into rainfall deficit over most part of the country.

The wind patterns were variable; the northeasterly flow was dominant over northern coast backing to northwesterly over southern coast. Northwesterly and southwesterly were also observed over northern coast and southern coast respectively. At low level diffluent patterns were observed over the central and extreme northern coast, thus resulted to rainfall deficit over there. Tanga and Handeni received below 50% of rainfall average, similarly to Singida, Dodoma and Moshi. Most of the stations received near normal to below normal rainfall.  
WEATHER SUMMARY FOR MARCH, 2007
March was relatively dry over most parts of the country. Wet conditions were observed over northern coast, and some parts of northeastern highlands.Tropical storms have influenced poor performance of rainfall over most areas. Rainfall reduction was observed over Central, and extremely northern coast. Over the Lake Victoria basin, western areas and south western highlands they had near normal to below normal rainfall. 
SYNOPTIC SYSTEMS EXPECTED IN APRIL, 2007

The Siberian high together with Arabian ridge and Azores anticyclones over the Northern Hemisphere expected to weaken, thus allowing the position of Zonal arm of the I T C Z to shift northwards. The anticyclonic flow over the northwestern Indian Ocean will also expected to weaken to give way for the ITCZ to shift northwards. The St. Helena, Mascarene anticyclone and the East African ridge over the Southern Hemisphere will intensify, thus pushing the Zonal arm of the ITCZ northwards. The persistence of tropical cyclone Jaya will influence dry spell over most parts of the country.     
EXPECTED WEATHER IN APRIL, 2007

Southwestern highlands (Iringa, Mbeya and Rukwa regions), southern region (Ruvuma and Mahenge) and southern coast will feature partly cloudy conditions with rain showers over few areas and sunny periods. Western (Kigoma, Tabora) areas together with Central areas (Dodoma and Singida regions), and Lake Victoria basin (Kagera, Mwanza and Musoma) will feature partly cloudy with thundershowers over few areas and sunny periods. Northern coastal (Coast region, Dar es Salaam, Tanga, Zanzibar and Pemba and Morogoro) and North-eastern highlands (Arusha, Moshi, Same and Manyara) will experience partly cloudy to cloudy conditions with thundershowers and sunny intervals.
