WEATHER SUMMARY FOR JUNE 2007 AND WEATHER OUTLOOK

FOR JULY 2007

 SYNOPTIC SUMMARY FOR JUNE, 2007

During the month of June, the southern hemisphere systems, the St. Helena and Mascarene anticyclones were strong, and East African ridge extended further north. The northern hemisphere systems, the Azores and Siberian anticyclones together with Arabian ridge were relaxed thus maintaining the position of the Inter Tropical Convergence Zone (ITCZ). The cyclonic systems over southern hemisphere were propagating eastwards eroding extra tropical anticyclones at various intervals, thus allowing intrusion of southeasterly flow over coastal strip. This coupled with the Near Equatorial Trough (NET) observed over northwest Indian Ocean influenced lightly rain showers over northern coast and northeastern highlands. At the same time, cooler SSTs were observed over the southwestern Indian Ocean thus reducing rainfall activities over the coastal belt. The existence of the weak trough over Lake Victoria Basin had influenced thundershowers over the area. 

In general, southerly to southeasterly flow was dominant over the entire coast, becoming northwesterly over land. Otherwise the cold air flow from the southern anticyclones was experienced mostly over southwestern highlands. 
WEATHER SUMMARY FOR JUNE, 2007

 During the month of June, cold and dry conditions were experienced almost over entire country, except over the Lake Zone mainly western part, extreme northern coast and northeastern highlands, where thundershowers and light rainshowers were observed respectively. Over southwestern highlands region light rains were experienced also mainly over high ground. 
Bukoba on the Lake Basin received 120.2 mm which represented by 145% of average rainfall, Mwanza 84.1 (568%), Shinyanga 21.5 (316%) and Musoma 18.6 (78%). 
Over the northern coast and northeastern highlands (Handeni reported 36.0 mm (160.7%) of rainfall, Tanga 47.0 mm (55%), Pemba 78.2 mm (54%), Zanzibar 31.6 mm (46%), Dar es Salaam 16.5 mm (41%), Kilimanjaro International Airport reported 15.2 mm (136%), Same 6.3 mm (53%) and Lyamungo 53.3 mm (51%). Others are Arusha 8.2 mm (49%) and Moshi 9.3 mm (32%). Morogoro received 18.1 mm (96%) of rainfall whereas Mahenge (southern Morogoro region) received 45.1 mm (140%).
Sumbawanga and Mbeya stations in southwestern highlands received 6.8 mm (76%), 8.0 mm respectively. Iringa received no rain. Singida in central region received 16.7 mm while Dodoma station recorded no rain.

In western region Tabora received 13.4 mm of rain and Kigoma received 12.2 mm. 
Mtwara in southern coast recorded 3.3 mm of rainfall whereas Kilwa received 3.9 mm.  Songea (southern region) station reported no rain for the entire month.
 SYNOPTIC SYSTEMS EXPECTED IN JULY, 2007

 The Arabian ridge, Siberian and Azores anticyclones over the Northern Hemisphere are expected to continue relax. Therefore maintaining the position of the ITCZ, since the St. Helena, Mascarene anticyclones and the East African ridge over the southern hemisphere remains intense allowing cold dry air to dominate over the country. The weak trough observed over Lake Victoria Basin is also expected to persist, hence influencing thundershowers over the area. SSTs over southwestern Indian Ocean are expected to continue to remain cool thus reducing activities over the adjacent area.
 EXPECTED WEATHER IN JULY, 2007

Northern coast (Coast, Dar-es-Salaam, Tanga and Morogoro regions together with Zanzibar and Pemba Islands) is expected to feature sunny periods with occasional isolated rainshowers. Lake Victoria basin (Kagera, Mwanza and Mara) is expected to feature occasional thundershowers over few areas with dominance of long sunny periods), Northeastern highlands (Arusha, Kilimanjaro and Manyara), Southwestern highlands (Iringa, Mbeya and Rukwa regions), Southern areas (Ruvuma and southern Morogoro region) are expected to be dry with cool nights. Southern coast (Mtwara and Lindi regions), will mostly feature partly cloudy with sunny periods. Western area (Kigoma and Tabora) is expected to be mostly dry with sunny periods, while central area (Dodoma and Singida regions) is expected to experience cool nights, dry conditions and long sunny periods.
