             SYNOPTIC SUMMARY FOR SEPTEMBER, 2007

During the month of September, the Southern Hemisphere systems, the St. Helena and Mascarene anticyclones started to relax, and East African ridge extended up to southern parts of Kenya. The fluctuations observed on intensities of the Mascarene, St Helena and the East Africa ridge continued to influence southeasterly  flow to dominate the entire country. The Northern Hemisphere systems, the Azores and Siberian anticyclones together with Arabian ridge started to intensify, thus displacing the Inter Tropical Convergence Zone (ITCZ) slightly southwards. The Near Equatorial Trough (NET), together with warm SSTs over northwest Indian Ocean, were observed to be dominant features over the area, influencing rainshowers over northern coast and northeastern highlands. The weak trough observed over Lake Victoria basin was still a dominant feature, influencing showers and thunderstorms over the area. 

WEATHER SUMMARY FOR SEPTEMBER, 2007

During the month of September, the Lake Victoria Basin and Western areas (Kigoma) experienced occasional showers and thunderstorms. The northern coast, northeastern highlands and Southern coast experienced rainshowers where as southern areas had light rains. The Western (Tabora), Central and Southwestern areas experienced mostly dry conditions. 
Over the Lake Victoria Basin, most of stations received above normal rainfall with exception of Shinyanga. Mwanza led by receiving 119.8 mm, followed by Musoma and Bukoba, each station receiving 85.7mm and Shinyanga received 4.4mm of rainfall, however much of the rains fell in the first dekad followed by  long dry spells. 
Most stations in the Northern coast and Northeastern Highlands received below average. Over Northern coast, Zanzibar led by receiving 38.9 mm, Tanga received 34.8 mm, Pemba 23.2mm, Handeni 18.4mm, Dar es salaam airport 14.3mm, Morogoro 9.4 mm and Southern Morogoro (Mahenge) 6.9 mm of rainfall. In the Northeastern Highlands, Lyamungu led by receiving 9.5mm, followed by Moshi which received 5.8mm, K.I.A 7.8mm and Same 0.1mm of rainfall.
The Central, Western(Tabora), Southwestern highlands and Southern areas were mainly dry with exception of Kigoma which received 12.2 mm, Mtwara 20.5mm and Kilwa 2.1mm.
SYNOPTIC SYSTEMS EXPECTED IN OCTOBER, 2007
The Northern Hemisphere systems (the Arabian ridge, Siberian and Azores anticyclones) are expected to intensify while the Southern Hemisphere systems (The St. Helena, Mascarene anticyclones and the East African ridge) are expected to relax, allowing ITCZ to continue shifting southwards. 

A trough observed over Lake Victoria Basin is expected to intensify, together with meridional component of ITCZ, are expecting to influencing showers and thunderstorms over the area. The existence of NET over Northwest Indian Ocean is expected to influence rainfall activities over Northern coast and Northeastern highlands.

EXPECTED WEATHER IN OCTOBER, 2007

Northern coast (Coast, Dar-es-Salaam, Tanga and Morogoro regions together with Zanzibar and Pemba Islands) and Northeastern highlands (Arusha, Kilimanjaro and Manyara regions) are expected to feature partly cloudy conditions with  rain showers over few areas.

Southern coast (Lindi, Mtwara and Southern Morogoro regions) is expected to feature partly cloudy conditions with occasional rain showers over few areas.

Lake Victoria basin (Kagera, Mwanza and Mara regions) together with Western areas (northern Kigoma region) are expected to feature partly cloudy conditions with showers and thunderstorms over much of the area.
Southwestern highlands (Iringa, Rukwa and Mbeya regions), Western areas (Southern Kigoma and Tabora regions), Southern areas (Ruvuma region) and Central areas (Dodoma and Singida regions) are expected to be mainly dry and sunny periods.
