WEATHER SUMMARY FOR FEBRUARY, 2007 AND WEATHER FOR MARCH, 2008
SYNOPTIC SUMMARY FOR FEBRUARY, 2008
In February, the Arabian ridge was intense over the northwest Indian Ocean resulting in domination of northeasterly over northern coast. The development of the tropical depression Ivan over central Indian Ocean had enhanced thundershowers over both unimodal and bimodal areas. The Southern Hemisphere systems (the St. Helena and Mascarene highs and East African ridge) were relaxed. The Northern Hemisphere systems (the Azores and Siberian anticyclones together with Arabian ridge) were relatively intense, allowing the Inter Tropical Convergence Zone (ITCZ) to maintain its position further south. The Lake Victoria weak trough which also covered over western areas was dominant feature, thus enhancing thundershowers along the meridional arm of the ITCZ. However the presence of the moderate La Niña conditions to influence suppression over some parts of the bimodal areas.

WEATHER SUMMARY FOR FEBRUARY, 2008
Over Lake Victoria Basin, most of the stations received rainfall near average. Bukoba received 179.8 mm (103%). Shinyanga 132.6.9mm (134%), Mwanza 60.1mm (46%), Musoma 57.0mm (74%) and Ukiriguru received 136.4mm.

 Over Northern coast most of the stations recorded rainfall near average. Handeni recorded 137.9mm (199%), Tanga 42.3mm (110%), Pemba 11.9mm (41%), Zanzibar 8.0mm (14%). Dar- es- Salaam International Airport received 56.1mm (102%), Dar Port 48.8mm (99%), Kibaha 42.8mm and Morogoro 77.5mm (92%).

 Over Northeastern Highlands, most of the stations recorded near average. Moshi recorded 40.6mm (106%) and Lyamungo 65.2mm (117%). Arusha recorded 77.7mm (101%), K.I.A. 35.3mm (75%) and Same received 63.2mm (126%).

 In the Central areas (Dodoma and Singida) rainfall was above average. Dodoma received 159.5mm (198%) and Singida had 159.7mm (137%) 0f rainfall.

 In the western areas, southwestern highlands, Southern region and southern coast, rainfall was near average to above average. Kigoma received 191.5mm (158%), Kibondo 147.1mm, Tabora 100.6mm (70%), Tumbi Agromet 158.1mm. Sumbawanga reported 188.4mm (115%) and Tukuyu recorded 268.4mm of rainfall. Iringa received 204.4mm (180%), Mbeya 171.2mm (102%) and Uyole 157.8mm, where as Songea reported 291.8mm (142%) and Mahenge 425.4mm (290%). In southern coast, Mtwara received 234.7mm (139%) and Kilwa Masoko reported 112.7mm (98%).

SYNOPTIC SYSTEMS EXPECTED IN MARCH, 2008
The Northern Hemisphere systems (the Arabian ridge, Siberian and Azores anticyclones) are expected to relax, while the Southern Hemisphere systems (The St. Helena, Mascarene anticyclones and the East African ridge) are expected to start intensifying allowing the ITCZ to retreat northwards. During March, development of tropical depression is expected to continue influencing rainfall activities over some parts of the country.

EXPECTED WEATHER IN MARCH, 2008
Over Northern coast and hinterlands (Dar-es-Salaam, Tanga and Morogoro regions and islands of Zanzibar and Pemba) and Northeastern highlands (Arusha, Kilimanjaro and Manyara regions) are expected to feature partly cloudy to cloudy conditions with thunder showers over few areas. Lake Victoria basin (Kagera, Mwanza and Mara regions) together with Western areas (Kigoma) is expected to feature partly cloudy conditions with thundershowers over some areas. Western areas (Tabora region and Southern Kigoma), and Central areas (Dodoma and Singida regions) are expected to feature cloudy conditions with thunder showers over some areas. Southern coast (Lindi and Mtwara) is expected to feature partly cloudy to cloudy conditions with thundershowers and sunny intervals. Southern areas (Ruvuma region) together with Mahenge and Southwestern highlands (Iringa, Rukwa and Mbeya regions) are expected to feature partly cloudy conditions with thunder showers over some areas.
